ON AFRICAN LONGICORNIA.
(PL IX. and X))

URING the last year the Tring Museum received several collections of
(‘oleoptera from West Africu, containing many interesting and new species.
Besides some smaller lots of Leetles from different localities of the C'ongo R.,

from Cameroons, OId Calabar, Bathurst (W. Afr.), and Acera, the Masenm aequired
extensive collections from Loauda, Freuch Loango, Gold Coast, and RSierra Leone.
Especially rich is the material collected by A. Mocguerys during his visit to the
Upper Knilu R. in French Loango, and most of the new species described in this
paper are from that locality. The collection from Sierra Leone, made by Dr. W. G.
(lements, represents a fine =eries ot species of nearly all families, aud includes many
peculiar and hitherto unknown forms.

Having now worked out the Longicornia ot those eollections, together with the
African material of this family already contaived in the Museom, T give a list of
the known species in addition to the descriptions of the new forms ; the known
species ticketed < W, Afr.” (withont exact Jocality) in the Museum’s collection are
left out, except a very tew the occurrence of which in West Africa is of interest.
Some South and Bast Atrican forms are added.

Intending to give a fuller account of the geographieal relations of the West
African beetles, when the whole collection is worked out, I here weution ouly some
ot the most striking fucts derived chiefly trom our knowledge of the African
(‘erambycidae.

The above-mentioned localities beloug to the ¢ West African Subregion,” the
boundaries of which almost exactly agree with the limits of the range of the
Buprestid genus Julodis in Africa.  This genus is very abundant in the southern
districts of the Palaearctic Region, and ranges over East and Nouth Africa in a
large number of speeies.  The whole fovest region of West Africa from Nenegambia
to Angola, as well as Bengueln, i~ characterized by the total abscuce of Julodis.
One species (S, aequinoctialzs "Oliv.), ocenrs from Senegambia to Abyssinia and
Bgypt, anl the southern limit of its range may agree with the vorthern boundary of
the West A frican Subregion.  The districts south of the Sahara oceupied by this
species and by Sternocera interrapta (Oliv.) and S, custunea (Oliv.) correspoud to
R. Bowdler Sharpe’s “ Sndauese Subregion,” which separates the West Afeican
Subregion from the great desert, and extends from Sencgambia as tar as
Abyssinia.  Owing to onr present ignorance of the Longicorn funna ot the Nudan,
Nubia, aud Abyszinia, 1 can add only two species < Cerambyeini and three Lamiini,
the ocenrrence of which seems to me to be nearly vestricted to the Nudanese Sub-
regiou ; these species wre Obiwecam foscatum (Chevr.) and Cordylom: ra witihe-
pennis Serv., both from Nenceambia and Bahr ol Abiad (Abyssinin), Divstoecre
trifasciate (Fabr.) vepresente Lin the Museum from Sierra Leone, Senegal, aud Babr
el Abiad, Phryuneta vurecivete (Guér.) from Nenegambia and Balir el Abiad, and
Ceratites jaspidens Nerv. trom the swme loealities.  Then we find Wypocschrns
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strigosns (Gyll) from the districts of the NSenegal R. represented in Abyssinia by a
stmilar form. Hypocsehrus strigosus abyssinices subsp. nov. @ and it is of interest
to note, that the genera watharocpemis, oelodon, and Puaclhydissus, which range
over E. India and the castern and southern parts ot Afriea. arc also found in Sene-
gambia, while they are evidently absent trom the West African Subregion,  The
coleopterons fanna of the districts hetween the Benné R. and Sokoto is of a West
African type. as far as I ean tell from a number of speeiex that form part of the
collection made hy Mr. P. Rtaudinger during the expedition of E. Hartert and P.
Standinger to Kano and Sokoto (In%3-6) 3 many of the species are identical with
either these {rom Nierra Leoue, or from the Gold Const, or [rom the Kuiln R.

The southern bonndary Hne is usually said to agree with the Quanza R.  Owr
collection from Loanda ix confined to such species as are cither identieal with, or
closely allied to, species from the Congo R. or French lLoango (Knilu R.), and
iucludes scareely any South or Bast African form.  When we come to examine the
Longicornia deseribed from “ Angola™ we ftind them mostly of the West African
type, as well as (hose known from the Upper Quanza R.: but we also find the
tauna of’ these districts already intermingled with a number of decidedly South or
East African genera, as Phyllocnema, (lostrromerus, Phrissoma, and some others, a
tact which shows this eountry to be at the junction of the West and South African
famna.  These facts render it probable that the northern parts of Angola as a whole
should go with the West African Subregion, and that we have to fix the limit ot thix
Rubregion sonth of the Quanza R. ; hut at present we cannot exactly determine the
sonthern boundary, even if there is an exact parting line, especially as most of the
Longicornin known from this district have no other locality given but simply
* Angola.”  The collections, however, made in this country incline me to suppose
that the boundary live may commence at the coast south of the Qnanza, and that
inland it bends sounthward abont as far as the thirteenth degree of southern
latitude, and then enrves northwards to the Upper Congo.

The districts of the Upper Congo, near the Stanley Falls, exhibit a West
African coleopterons fanna intermingled with decidedly East Afvican types, while
a few West Alvican forms (for example Alecosespis) range as far cast as Nyassa
Land.

The West Atrican Longicorn fauna has a large series of characteristic forms,
besides many genera of a wider range. [ we omit the new genera proposed in this
paper, and also thoxe ocencring only in \vm-gnm]ua, we find at present more than
7 genera confined to the West Rubregion.  The great feature of the
Longicorn fanna of these districts is the abundance of ¢‘allichromini. A series of
genera of this conspicnons gronp i peenliar to West Afriea, as Omoptycha. Dictator.
Synaptola, Cloniophorus, Rhopalizus, Eulitopus, ete., while others (as Ozyprosopus
and Euporns) here occur in a large nmuber of species, but are also represented by
a few forms in the Sonth and East of the Continent. Then there are the lyciform
Cerambyeini Amphidesmus and Diastellopterns. and the remarkable genera Allo-
grster, Plycholaemus, Oeduenoderus, and others.  Among the Lamiini we meet with
many peculiar forms, as Lephora, Anawresis, Petrognatha, Protonarthron, Plectro-
scapus, Plagiomys, Furysops, Pinacostorna, deridocephatn, ete.,and find the follow-
ing groups to be prevailing : Monohammiri, Prosopocerini, Sterunotomini, Trago-
cephaling, Phrynctin, Crossotini, and Superdivi. The Priowini have five genera
pecaliar to West Africa, two of which (Azocwe and Sobarus) ave of great interest,
being withont close relations to any other Prionid genus known at preseut.
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Of the genera not resiricted to the West African Subregion, Parandya,
Mallodon, Liopus, andl Psapharochrus are Neotropical types: the genns Parandra,
unmerons species of which are deseribed from America. ocenrs also in West and
South Africa, in the Oriental Region and on the Sandwich Is
sented in Africa by one species ranging over the whole Aethiopian Region, by a
second in S. Africa, by a third in Arabia, and is also found in Anstralia; Ligpwsand
Psapharochrus occur in West Africa in two species each, and are likewise repre-
sented in the Palaearctic Region by some forms, two of which (Liopus nebulosus (1),
and dcanthoderes (Psaplurochrus clavipes Schirank.) are common enough and have a
rather wide range.

The occurrence of East ludian or Oriental types in the fauna of West Africu,
well known in other classes of animals, ix also met with among the Longicoruia.
The decidedly Oriental genera Batocera, Leprodera, (Hencramptus, and (flenen are
represented ((Flenea by a great number of species) in the West African Sulegion,
while they are absent from the rest of the continent. Then we find Stheuins
ocenrring in West Africa aud the Orieutal Region, with the number of species
almost equal in both distriets, and meet with many forms of the widespread
genus Monokammus both in E. India and W. Africa, and it is very remarkable
to note that these genera are not yvet found in the eastern parts of Atrica. The
prolica-gronp of Callichroma ix closely allied to the Oriental genus (4loridolum -
and, lastly, of the West Afvicau geuns Mecosaspis, two species are said to ocear
in 1. India, 1 we farther take iuto consideration the affinities of the Oriental
Longicorn fauna to that of Bast and Sonth Africa—ecalled further on ¢ B, S, Afviea ™
—and also to that of all the African continent south of the desert, we shall find

one striking fact,

The geneva Canthurocnemis, Megopis, and Philagathus have iu E. India aid
Africa (excluding W, Africa) almost the same number of species, and thevefore may
be called “ Eastern Afro-ludian™ types : the Oriental genera Puchydissns and
Guatholen ave represented in K. N. Afriea, while on the other hand Homalolochins
of B. 8. African type oceurs in East lndia. The genus Polyzonus of the Oriental
Region is very closely allied to the E. S. African genus dnwnbis. Al these forms ure
entively absent from the West African Snbregion (exclnding the distriets of the
Nenegal R.). .

Of the genera ranging over West and E. N. Africa and the Oricutal Region,
one (Plocederus) may be called a West-African type, three (Promeces, Rhaphi-
dopsis, and Ewnidia) are characteristic 15 N, Afvicau forms 3 three again (Coptops,
Prooneth, and Apomecyna) are Oriental genera, and one (Nupserke ) is a decidedly
Aethiopian genns ; firther we find one genus (Xgstrocera) represented by a goud
numbher of speciex, both in the Aethiopian and Oriental Regions.

The West African Longicorn fauna inclndes theretore seven Oriental genera
and one “ Western Afro-Indian ™ genns, while only two West African genera occur
in the Oriental Region ; of these lorms six are absent from E. N. Africa.  On the
other hand, we kuow at present in the Longicorn fauna of E. Afriea tive
Oriental genera, and meet with three genera of * Kastern Afro-Indian ™ type, while
four E. 8. African genera are represented in the Oriental Region : of these forms six
again are absent fromn the West African Snbregion,

These numbers will be altered when our knowledge of the Aethiopian fanna has
increased, but they are enough to show, that West Afriea and E. S Africa both have
allinities to the Oriental Region in almost the same degree, but in a guite different
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manner.  The Oriental types prevail as regards the relations between the West
African Nubregion and the Oriental Region. while the * Eastern Afro-Ludian” and
B. 8. Alrican genera together arve predominant in the atlinities of ¥. S, Afriea to
the Oriental Region.

Seape of the antennae short, somewhat thickened towards the
tip, coarsely and rather densely punetnated, and with a tuberele behind the middle,
Prothorax convex. with the sides strongly declivous, the angles not recurved, the
marginal teetl acnte bat very short, the posterior the longest : the dise longitudi-
nally and in front tranaversely impressed, nearly without punctures bebiod ; sides
of the prothorax very coarsely punctuated, with the punctures contlient. Seutellum

elevated, the carinae obsolete on the base, with a somewhat irregular row of coarse
pnoctures at each side.  Fore margin of the prosternum fringed with yellow brown
hairs, the pubescence of the metasterunm dense hrownish black. that of the aldomien
of the same colonr. but very sparse, whilst the coxae aud trochanters are elothed
with a yellowish grey pubescence.  Process of the prosternnm excavated near the
apex, with the tip strongly reenrved, forming a strong tubercle in front of the
mesosternum.

Black, shining, coarsely punectuated, with the punetnres searce between the
eyes, on the dise of the prothorax. on the scutellum, and on the elytra hehind the
sentellum.  Prothorax nearly as hroad at the front margin as at the base, the sides
with short teeth, wanting in tront of the hind angles, the anterior teeth rather
broad : the dixe has a peculiar structure, there being two areae of punctuves at
each side. the first punctulated space beginning near the tront margin, running along
the sides ot the middle line and eurving hehind towards the sides, where it is almost
united with the second area at the sides of the ise s hoth streak-like punctured
areae are almost entirely surronuded with a smooth space.  Sentellnm semicirentar.

This species is elosely allied to C. swbstriatus Har., from which it differs
especially in the flattened maudibles of the male, in the anteunae of the male being
mnch longer than the body, in the elytra having xlight traces of raized lines only
in the middle of the dizc. and very falut and searce rugosities in both sexes, so
that the elytra are mueh more shining than in O, swbstriatus ar. ; the prothorax
of the male toothed at the sides in front of the sinus, that of the femalr with the
whole front part denticnlated, aml with a small sinus behind the anterior angles ;
the punetnation of the abdomen is finer than in (' substrintus Har,

Rusty tufons, clothed with a somewhat xparse pubescence, which is denser at
the head and prothorax. Head extremely elosely punetate-granulate, the punetures
coarse on the antenuvary tnbers. Tip of the maudibles black, middle of the head
canaliculated, forefront rather excavated. Antennae black, about a third longer than
the:body in the meale, as long as the body in the female : the seape thickened, strougly
granulated, and half as long as the third joiut, the latter longer than the fonrth, the
following joints gradually diminishing in length, the last the same length us the
ninth ; the third to eleventh joints strongly canaliculated.  Prothorax punctate-
granunlate like the head, transverse, constricted in front, with the front margin
searcely cmarginate, and the sides rounded : the dise somewhat convex at each
side, with a slight middle line. Neatellum punctuated. somewhat trisngular, with
the tip broadly rounded.  Itytra parallel, with the busal margin nearly straight :
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deusely and very strongly punctuated all over ; the shoulders ronnded, each apex
oblignely ronnded : the satnre, the onter margin, and a diseal carina on each elytron
rather strongly and sharply raised ; this discal carina extends frowm the base to the
apex, and is obsolete only at the extreme base and tip.  Metasternnm shining,

rather finely punetunlated, the punetnres sparse i the middle.  Abdomen also
shining, with few punctures. Femora and tibiae compressed, the latter deusely
grannlar.

Hab. Kuiln (A, Mocquerys, 1892).

Thix is the second species of the genns A rocwme Gahan (Tr. L. Soe. 15090, p. 299),
which ix founded on a black species deseribed by Chevrolat auder the name Ovme
wiyrita (Rer. Zool, 1855, p. 183).

Named in honour of Mr. Charles J. Gahan, fo whose help in comparing onr

species with those of the British Musenm collection T owe xo very much.

With a moderately strong and not very dense pnuctuation: elothed with
blackish brown ereet hairs of two lengths. Upper surtace dark green, shining,
especially of the elytra,  Head impressed in frout of and behind the antennary tubers.
Antennae dark blackish brown, with the tip ot the teuth joint reaching the apex of
the elytra, the seape teebly thickened towards the tip, strongly punctured, a little
shorter than the fourth joint. Prothorax two-thirds as long as broad : the dise
aneven, with some faint impressions ; the sides strongly rounded, with a rather thin
and sharp tooth in the middle.  Sentellmm mueh longer than hroad, rather triangular,
the apex ronnded,  Elytra somewhat couvex, expecially behind : the apex commonly
rounded, and produced at the snture into a sharp spine : each elytron with five
longitudinal and slightly fmpressed streipes and the trace of a sixth, the interstices
of which are convex. Under surface brown ; prosternum with fine transverse ridges

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and faint grannles : meso- and metasternam denscly granular ; abdomen punetured,
its fifth <egment slightly emarginate.  Legs Dlackish browu : the femora (save their
tip) rufons ochraceons.

This form is paler than J1. strigosus Gyll. @ the raised lines of the elvtra are
feeble, with the apieal part obsolete 5 the whole exterior line is obsolete, and entirely
wanting at the base.  The third joint of the anteunae is nearly twice as long as the
seape, the fonrth aud tifth joints a little shorter than the third. Prosternum with
trausverse striae and some grannles.

Green, somewhat shining.  Head entirely granular, the vertex parple violet,
Autennae  black, the basal joints strongly granular.  Elytra grannlar, the
granules stronger at the base and suture, the sides and the whole apex dark
violet : each elvtron with two nervales.
